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Robert A. King, age 42, has been criminally charged with six counts of Violation of a 
Harassment Restraining Order.  On or about November 17, 2008, Officer Larry Thornhill 
responded to 615 East Elm Avenue in regard to a call to investigate a possible violation of a 
Harassment Restraining Order.  Officer Thornhill met with the victim, who indicated that 
she had received numerous calls from a specific telephone number, received on both her cell 
phone and home phone line.  The victim spoke directly with her ex-boyfriend, Mr. King.  Mr. 
King allegedly made numerous phone calls to the victim in violation of the order. Mr. King is 
summoned to appear in court on the 23rd day of December, 2008 at 10:30 a.m.

Brandon J. Doby, age 23, has been criminally charged with one count of  Burglary in the 1st 
Degree and one count of Domestic Assault.  On or about November 19, 2008 at 
approximately 6:03 p.m., Officer Ellingson responded to a call regarding a situation between 
two parties.  Officer Ellingson responded to 1605 4th Street NW and met with the victim.  
The victim explained to the officer that Mr. Doby is the father of their six-month-old child 
and has been living with her for the past couple of days even though he had been issued a no 
trespass notice from Wen-Don Apartments.  The victim alleged Mr. Doby threatens her and 
pushes her around.  According to the victim, Mr. Doby has hit her in the past and pushed 
her around during her pregnancy.  The victim asked Mr. Doby to leave the residence on this 
date in particular and he would not.  At that time, an argument started and Mr. Doby poked 
her in the chest and head area, then pushed her back hard and she fell on her child’s bed.  
The victim indicated they continued arguing and Mr. Doby wanted the keys to the car, but 
she refused.  Following arguments with her and her sister, the victim gave Mr. Doby the 
keys.  The victim and her sister stayed in their mother’s apartment until they thought Mr. 
Doby was gone.  Mr. Doby later forced his way in to the apartment.  Once inside, Mr. Doby 
grabbed the victim by the throat and held her there for a short time, then left with the keys.  
A warrant has been issued for Mr. Doby’s arrest.

Michael M. Muntean, age 36, of Waseca, Minnesota has been charged with one count of 
Domestic Assault by Strangulation and one count of Domestic Assault Gross Misdemeanor.  
On or about November 30, 2008, at about 3:25 a.m., officers responded to 629 3rd Street NE, 
Waseca, MN for a physical domestic.  Mr. Muntean came home from the bar very 
intoxicated.  Mr. Muntean and the victim live together and are engaged to be married and 
have children in common.  The victim explained that she asked him to leave the residence.  
After realizing Mr. Muntean had the keys to their van, she approached him and removed the 
keys from the ignition.  Mr. Muntean grabbed the victim by her bra strap and waist and 
threw her to the ground.  The victim attempted to get away from him and Mr. Muntean 
followed her into the garage and grabbed her around the neck. Officer Kern observed several 
scrapes and bruises to the victim.   He also noticed a large welt/bruise forming on the right 
side of the victim’s head just above her eye and faint red marks around her neck where it 
appeared she had been grabbed.  He also observed cuts on the victim’s legs and on her hip.  
A review of Mr. Muntean’s criminal history reveals a conviction of domestic assault in the 
5th degree from September 13, 2001.  A warrant has been issued for Mr. Muntean.
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
