Liquor - Sell Without License

Matthew Sandell, age 42, of Waseca has been criminally charged with one gross misdemeanor
count of Liquor — Sell Without License. On February 16, 2009, Mr. Sandell sold an alcoholic
beverage without a license authorizing the sale. Mr. Sandell appeared in Waseca District Court
on March 26, 2009 and conditions of release were set by the Court. Mr. Sandell is scheduled to
appear in Court on May 19, 2009 at 1:20 p.m.

Violation of a Harassment Restraining Order

Mr. Troy Matz, age 40, of Waseca has been criminally charged in three separate criminal
complaints with multiple counts of gross misdemeanor Harassment —Stalk/Follow/Pursue and
misdemeanor Violation of a Harassment Restraining Order. On March 6, March 17, and March
18, 2009, Mr. Matz harassed another person by stalking, following, monitoring, or pursuing while
violating a current Harassment Restraining Order. Mr. Matz appeared in Waseca District Court
on March 20, 2009 and bail/conditions of release were set. Mr. Matz will be appearing in Waseca
District Court on April 17, 2009 at 3:00 p.m. on these matters as well as six other pending cases
similar in nature.
