DWI - 2nd Degree/Refuse to Submit to Chemical Test

Brandon Alan McNeal, age 26 of Waseca has been criminally charged with one gross misdemeanor count of
Refusing to Submit to a Chemical Test and one gross misdemeanor count of Driving While Impaired in the
Second Degree. On August 4, 2010, Mr. McNeal drove a motor vehicle while under the influence of alcohol.
He has two prior convictions for DWI. Mr. McNeal appeared in Waseca District Court on August 5, 2010
and conditions of release were set by the court. His next court appearance is scheduled for September 21,
2010 at 10:45 a.m. The vehicle he was driving, a 1994 Honda Accord, is subject to civil forfeiture and
remains in impoundment.

3rd Degree Assault/5th Degree Assault/Disorderly Conduct

Jesse Alan Mitchel, age 26 of Waseca, MN has been charged with one count of Assault 3rd Degree, one
count of Assault 5th Degree, and one count of Disorderly Conduct. On July 18, 2010 at approximately 1:34
a.m., Officer Brass was observing the area around PJ’s Tavern. Officer Brass heard females screaming and
drove to the alley behind the bar to investigate. He saw several people on the ground fighting. The next
day, Sergeant Markeson spoke with the mother of the victim and learned the victim’s jaw was broken. At
the time of the complaint, Mr. Mitchel is currently incarcerated in the Rice County Jail on a pending
probation violation.
