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A fifteen year old male has been criminally charged with one felony count of 2nd Degree 
Assault and one felony count of Domestic Assault.  On November 15, 2008 the 
fifteen-year-old male was asked to do some chores at his house.  He became upset and 
brandished a pair of scissors against a person in the home and assaulted another person 
as well.  He appeared in Waseca District Court on November 17, 2008  and conditions of 
his release were set by the court.  

Marco-Antonio Rascon Vasquez, age 36, has been charged with two counts of Driving 
While Impaired in the fourth degree, and one count of Giving a Police Officer a False 
Name.  On May 3, 2008, at approximately 10:29 p.m., Officer Schroeder saw a vehicle 
pull out of Vista Villa’s entrance.  The driver was later identified by fingerprint analysis 
as Mr. Vasquez.  Following observations, the vehicle was stopped by Officer Schroeder.  
Officer Schroeder approached the vehicle on the driver’s side and saw an open case of 
beer in the back.  The driver had blood shot, watery eyes, and appeared nervous.  Officer 
Schroeder could smell a strong odor of alcohol on Mr. Vasquez’s breath. Mr. Vasquez 
performed field sobriety tests and was arrested for driving under the influence of 
alcohol.  Mr. Vasquez provided a breath test which returned a result of .15 BAC.  
According to Immigration and Customs Enforcement, Mr. Vasquez is an illegal alien 
and has been deported twice before.  A warrant has been issued for Mr. Vasquez.

Tammy Jo Fredrick, age 48, has been charged with one count of Check Forgery, Make or 
Alter a Check.  On October 30, 2008, Officer Girtler spoke with the victim, who stated 
that several of her personal checks were written out to Kwik Trip in Waseca and had 
been forged.  Officer Girtler spoke with the manager of Kwik Trip.  The manager located 
the transaction occuring on October 11, 2008 at 2:02 p.m. in the amount of $44.29.  The 
manager also retrieved the video surveilance of the female issuing the check and the 
vehicle driven to the store.  On October 31, 2008, Ms. Fredrick admitted she had written 
and issued the check to Kwik Trip.  Ms. Fredrick told Officer Girtler that another party 
threatened to kill her if she did not write the checks, and she did not know why she did 
not report it to law enforcement.  Ms. Fredrick told Officer Girtler the checkbook in 
question was in a vehicle when she borrowed it.  Ms. Fredrick is summoned to appear in 
court on the 16th day of December, 2008 at 10:30 a.m.
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
