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Sergeant Markeson authored a FAQ’s sheet about Waseca’s Winter Parking Ordinances!  If 
time permits, patrol officers place this flyer on vehicles in advance of a predicted snow storm 
(usually a day or two).  It is a small reminder of our ordinance and FAQ’s surrounding it.  The 
WPD’s goal is to augment the street department in cleaning our snow covered streets.  The 
overall goal is not to issue tickets or tow vehicles, but to keep the streets clear of vehicles for 
snow plowing operations.  The FAQ’s are online at http://wpd.ci.waseca.mn.us/FAQs.html.

The Waseca Police Department and the Financial Crimes Services agency have implemented a 
Criminal Worthless Check Diversion Program to recover full restitution from individuals 
issuing NSF/ACCOUNT CLOSED/REFER TO MAKER/ ELECTRONIC checks. Also included 
are ACH and Debit Card charge backs for goods and services provided by Waseca businesses 
and residents.  This program offers businesses and residents a NO COST opportunity to 
recover losses from individuals who write worthless checks.

There was an informational presentation for all Waseca businesses and residents at the 
Waseca City Hall, 508 South State Street, on March 3, 2009 from 11:00 a.m. to noon.  A notice 
was printed in the Waseca County News and the Chamber of Commerce was notified of the 
meeting.  We received a great deal of positive feedback from the merchants!
