Terroristic Threats/Possession of Drug Paraphernalia

Beau Wanner, age 21, of Milford, Iowa has been criminally charged with one count of felony Terroristic
threats and one petty misdemeanor charge of Possession of Drug Paraphernalia. On September 30, 2008
Mr. Wanner terrorized a victim by stating he had a knife and gun and then brandished a pair of scissors.
This incident occurred in the two hundred block of South State Street. Two marijuana pipes were found
in Mr. Wanner’s possession. Mr. Wanner appeared in Waseca District Court on September 30,2008 and
conditions of release were set. Mr. Wanner is scheduled to reappear in Waseca District Court on October
14,2008 at 10:45 p.m. He remains in custody at the Waseca County Jail.

4th Degree Assault Against a Police Officer/Obstruct Legal Process

Richard Dantin, age 32, of Waseca has been criminally charged with one felony count of 4th Degree
Assault Against a Police Officer, two gross misdemeanor counts of 4th Degree Assault Against a Police
Officer, and one count of gross misdemeanor Obstructing Legal Process with Force. On October 1, 2008
Mr. Dantin assaulted two police officers who responded to a complaint concerning an intoxicated patron
refusing to leave one bar after he was told to leave another bar. Mr. Dantin appeared in Waseca District
Court on October 2,2008 and conditions of release were set. Mr. Dantin remains in custody at the
Waseca County Jail.
