case updates
Possession of Pornographic Work

Bradly Blount, age 23, of Waseca has been criminally charged with 19 counts of Possession of
Pornographic Work. On September 18, 2009, the Waseca Police Department was notified by the
Minnesota Intemet Crimes Against Children (MNICAC) Task Force that a forensic examiner was able
to identify a computer in Waseca that was offering to participate in the distribution of known child
pornography. The forensic examiner learned the IP address of the identified computer, containing
the images of child pornography, and the address was registered to Mr. Blount. Mr. Blount was
interviewed by the Waseca Police Department and admitted to actively searching the Internet for
images of child pornography. Mr. Blount was arrested and appeared in Waseca District Court on
October 1, 2009. The court set bail in the amount of $200,000 without conditions of release and
$100,000 with conditions of release. Mr. Blount remains in custody at the Waseca County Jail.

Neglect or Endangerment of a Child

Michele Rugger, age 27, of Waseca has been criminal charged with two gross misdemeanor count
of Neglect or Endangerment of a Child. On or about September 20, 2009, Ms. Rugger willfully
deprived a child of medical care by waiting three or four days for the child to be seen a medical
professional. She further intentionally or recklessly caused or permitted two children to be placed in
a situation that was likely fo substantially harm their physical, mental, or emotional health. Ms.
Rugger is scheduled to appear in Waseca District Court on October 20, 2009 af 10:30 a.m.

Malicious Punishment/Neglect or Endangerment of a Child

Jonathan Rugger, age 24, of Waseca has been criminally charged with one felony count of 3rd
Degree Assault, one felony count of Malicious Punishment of a Child, and two gross misdemeanor
counts of Neglect or Endangerment of a Child. On or about September 20, 2009, Mr. Rugger
assaulted and broke the arm of a one year old child because the child was getting info the TV
cables. Mr. Rugger waited three to four days before obtaining medical care for the child. He also
left a six year old child home alone fo care for the one year old child. Mr. Rugger is scheduled to
appear in Waseca District Court on October 20, 2009 at 10:30 a.m.

1st Degree Burglary/2nd Degree Buarlary/Theft

Brian Joseph Maestre-Reavis, age 22, of Owatonna, MN has been criminally charged with one
felony count of Kidnapping, one felony count of Terrorist Threats, two felony count of 1st Degree
Burglary, one count of 2nd Degree Burglary, and one misdemeanor count of theft. On October 4,
2009, Mr. Maestre-Reavis forced a victim to drive from Waseca to Owatonna and withdraw money
from a bank account fo give to him. Mr. Maestre-Reavis took money from the victim, threatened to
physically harm the victim and the victim's family, entered the victim’s residence and took money
out of another resident’s wallet. Mr. Maestre-Reavis was arrested after leaving the victim's
residence held for a court appearance. Mr. Maestre-Reavis appeared in Waseca District Court on
October 6, 2009 and bail in the amount of $200,000 without conditions of release and $100,000 with
conditions of release was set by the court.  Mr. Maestre-Reavis remains in custody at the Waseca
County Jail.
