case updates

Waseca Community Classic Celebration

Terrance Joel Stroble, age 28, of Waseca has been criminally charged with one count of gross 
misdemeanor Driving A�er Cancellation—Inimical to Public Safety and one count of 
misdemeanor Collision with Unattended Vehicle.  On July 26, 2008, at approximately 8:07 PM, 
O�cer Kern responded to 607 3rd Street NE for a hit-and-run accident occurring earlier in the day.  
A witness reported the driver of MN license LDZ389 backed into a vehicle and then drove away.  
�e driver is alleged to be Mr. Stroble and his driving status is canceled as inimical to public safety. 

 Kathleen Ann Ritchison, age 48, of Elysian has been criminally charged with one count of felony 
Lawful Gambling Fraud—False Information, one count of Lawful Gambling Fraud—Claims Prize 
by Fraud, Deceit, Misrepresentation, and three counts of Aggravated Forgery—Legal Rights 
Created / Terminated.  On or about May 1, 2007 through November 18, 2007, Ms. Ritchison 
knowingly placed or used false information on a prize receipt or on any other form approved for use 
by the Gambling Control Board or Alcohol and Gambling Enforcement Division of the 
Department of Public Safety.  If the dollar amount involved is more than $2,500, the person is 
guilty of a felony and may be sentenced to imprisonment for not more than three years or to 
payment of a �ne of not more than $6,000.  �e WPD is aware that VFW records show 62 
handwritten winning receipts bearing Ms. Ritchison’s forgery of her sister’s signature.  �ese 62 
winning receipts show the defendant stole $6,947 of pull-tab proceeds.  �e defendant forged Ann 
Walters’ signature on four handwritten winning receipts totaling $322 of pull-tab proceeds, and 
forged Drew Grandia’s signature on six handwritten receipts totaling $1,399.
