














THIS SUMMER
With the summer months just around the corner, Waseca Police 

Department School Liaison Officer Jared Chrz and the Waseca 
Public Schools would like to take this opportunity to remind our 

students that personal safety during the summer months is an 
important part of an enjoyable, safe summer.

Many students are at an age where their parents feel that they may stay home alone while their 
parents work.  This can cause uneasy feelings, for both the student and the parents.  We would like 
to suggest the following to help make this experience less stressful for all involved:

Prominently post parental and emergency contact numbers near each phone in the house, with the 
parent’s preference of the order that the child should call each contact.  Let your child know that if they 
are scared or feel in danger, they may IMMEDIATELY dial 911 to summon the police.  The Waseca 
Police Department will work with your child to find the source of the fear and try to eliminate it, within 
our abilities.  You, as the parents/guardians, will be notified of the call and the course of action that the 
police department took to correct the problem.

Inform a trusted neighbor or friend that your child will be home alone during the daytime hours and ask 
them if your child may call them with questions and needs.  Please discuss with your child what would 
qualify as an important question or need, as too many phone calls to this person could become overly 
burdensome to this important contact person.

Instruct your child to ALWAYS contact either you or your choice of a primary contact before they leave 
the house, and direct them to call you back when they reach their destination or arrive back home safely.

If you have Caller ID, ask your child not to answer the phone when blocked numbers or names of people 
whom they do not know show up on the Caller ID display.  Show them how to monitor the answering 
machine, so they may pick up the phone, if appropriate.  You can set your phone to reject calls from 
blocked numbers by dialing *77.

Set geographical boundaries for your children, and ask them to stay within those boundaries.  Busy 
streets and highways intersect Waseca and they also make good boundaries that parents may wish their 
children do not cross, unsupervised.  If possible, connect your child with a neighborhood child who is of 
similar or greater age.  The “buddy system” is a good 
way to ensure your child’s safety.

Ask your children to always keep the outside doors 
locked when they are home alone, and not to answer 
unless they know who is at the door.
