case updates

Fifth Degree Assault

James Dean Peterson, age 44, of Waseca has been criminally charged with felony Fifth
Degree Assault. On April 22, 2008 Mr. Peterson struck the hand of a female victim
causing bruising and swelling. Mr. Peterson has been convicted of two previous qualified
domestic violence-related offenses. Mr. Peterson appeared in Waseca District Court and
bail conditions were set. He remains in custody at the Waseca County jail.

Domestic Assault, 2nd Degree Assault

Ricardo Ortiz, age 30, of Waseca has been criminally charged with felony Domestic
Assault by Strangulation, felony 2nd Degree Assault, and gross misdemeanor Domestic
Assault. On April 23, 2008 Mr. Ortiz strangled, assaulted and cut with a knife a female
victim. Mr. Ortiz appeared in Waseca District Court and bail conditions were set. He
remains in custody at the Waseca County jail.

Domestic Assault by Strangulation

Kyle L. Hyatt, age 23, of Waseca has been criminally charged with Domestic Assault by
Strangulation. On or about April 26, 2008, the defendant intentionally impeded the
normal breathing or circulation of the blood by applying pressure on the throat or neck or
by blocking the nose or mouth of a family or household member. The officer observed that
there were red marks to the victim’s forehead and nose. The defendant got upset and
pushed the victim to the floor. The victim was face down on her stomach and the
defendant was pushing her face down from the back of the head, allegedly causing the
facial injuries. The victim rolled over and the defendant while kneeling over her, put his
hands around her neck and strangled her, and she could not breathe. At the time the
Order of Detention was signed, the defendant was in custody.
